Areas of grassland dominated by Kangaroo Grass
occurred in drier sites. Common Tussock Grass was
found along fresh watercourses whereas Blue Tussock

Grass would have been present in more saline areas.

Species such as the Rare Bitter-bush and Coast Bitter-

bush may have once been common in this zone but

llustrations: George Stolfo,
courtesy of Hyland House

now only grow in isolated patches.
