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MOOLAP PLAINS: Moolap,
Pt Henry, Whittington, Newcomb &
Limeburners Point

This area was once predominantly an open

woodland community that also included an

understorey of various shrubs and grasses. Dominant

tree species such as the River Red Gum, Swamp Gum

and Drooping Sheoke grew alongside other species

such as Blackwood, Cherry Ballart and Golden Wattle.

Shrub species such as Sticky Boobialla, Sweet Bursaria

and Silver Banksia formed most of the middle storey. The

ground storey was dominated by Kangaroo Grass,

associated species included Grey Parrot-pea, Smooth

Parrot-pea and Flax-lily. 

In riparian and damper areas, Golden Spray, Sweet

Bursaria and Hop Goodenia grew while Common

Tussock Grass dominated the ground storey.
