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ZONE 7 Consists of moderately fertile loam soils on limestone. It is gently sloping to flat with some
escarpments and gullies and poor to moderate drainage. The average rainfall is 55 - 60cm.
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his area was characterised by a woodland
community dominated by Drooping Sheoke,
Yellow Gum and Swamp Gum, with a shrubby and
grassy understorey. Understorey species included a
variety of Wattle species, Silver Banksia and scattered

Boobialla.

Kangaroo Grass would have been commonly found
growing among Eucalypt (Yellow Gum and Swamp
Gum) and Sheoke species through much of the drier
areas. Tussock Grass grew among the other Eucalypt
species (River Red Gum and Manna Gum) on low lying

wetter areas and along watercourses.
