Tussock Grass grasslands occur in the wetter areas and
drainage depressions.

Buloke and Grey Box occurred sporadically across the
north of the zone with River Red Gum dalong the
watercourses (eg. Lollypop Creek). River Red Gum
and/or Tangled Lignum typically dominate the
remaining swamps in this zone that have not been
drained. For a species list for the watercourses and
associated escarpments of the Werribee Plains refer to
