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	A $10m redevelopment of Landy Field will provide new facilities suitable for regional or state level athletics meets. The upgrade includes a fit-for-purpose two-storey pavilion, a new grandstand, a competition office, public toilets, change rooms, a canteen, social and community room, a meeting room and uniform store and a single-point entry to the facility. The Victorian government will match the City of Greater Geelong’s $5 million commitment to the project.

	The state government has confirmed 4 projects to be built under the Geelong Sports Package. Part of the previously announced legacy package following the cancellation of the Commonwealth Games, the quartet of local projects are expected to cost, all together, about $250 million. They are:
· A major upgrade to the Stead Park hockey venue in Corio with a better pitch, new pavilion and spectator seating
· A new hockey pitch at Banyul-Warri Fields in Torquay North as well as lighting, scoreboard and spectator seating
· An indoor sporting complex in Waurn Ponds with six multi-sport courts, a gymnastics facility, dance studio and car parking, and
· An indoor sports centre in Armstrong Creek, featuring a civic plaza, four indoor multi-sport courts and car parking.
