Murradoc is characterised by a flat plain of agricultural land and the Murradoc Hill.  It is situated between the east of Drysdale and the west of St. Leonards.  The name of the area derives from the Wadawurrung term given by Europeans for the local hill.  It seems to have been named after the ‘Ngar: Wi: It’ (chieftain’ of the Bengalit clan), Murradoc (or Murridunnuck).
