This treatment could encourage pedestrians and cyclists to cross along extended 
platform rather than marked crossing as it would align with desire lines. 
Additional measures such as pedestrian fencing could mitigate but costs are 
associated to rework. Consider additional treatment measures to enhance 
safety and awareness

Grinding of kerb to create ramp ●● ●● Supported - concrete island to be removed and asphalt ramp extended to 
provide smooth transition from crossing to west side bike lane

Council will monitor for any planning referrals 
to ensure conditions to the location require enhanced sight lines for both riders 
and drivers. Eliminating  traffic from exiting Lt Fyans St at this location is not 
supported due to the increased risk of collision at Fyans St.
